Round Hog Hair #10, #8 and #6   *intermediate/advanced students should consider larger sizes
1 Round Sable or Nylon with point #3

Flat (Bright) Sable or Nylon #10, #8 or larger
Utrecht Manglon Synthetic Brushes: #2,4,6,8,10
Small rubber spatulas: Catalyst by Princeton, white and grey and #01 Mini Catalyst handed scraper
*First day of class, we will be starting a still life, one of three this semester. I will have a simple still life of a table with cloth and a few objects. It’s about strong values, creating a sense of drama. Students may use either a good quality stretched canvas or gessoed wood panel, 30 x 40. If you wish to gesso in color, you can. You will also need pastel pencils for drafting and a cloth. You will need both brush and rubber scraper. Please check all your paint and medium for the semester. I will be going over all the suggested paintings for this semester first day at 9 am. Please arrive on time, I will be doing a demo! Make sure to have white and black paints.
